Task:  You are to plan a book club party for the completion of the novel Still Alice by Lisa Genova.  You need to display the party information in a creative manner.  Party Project must be typed and include photos, page numbers and a reference to the text for each category.  Display the information in booklet form.

Directions:  You will need to include pictures, references to the text, and page numbers for everything that is chosen for your party.  You may choose to set up your party in any manner that you choose as long as you are supporting your decision rationale for what you have chosen using reference to the text and page numbers.

· Explain the rationale for what you have chosen using reference to the text and page numbers

5.  Discussion:
· List 10 questions that will be discussed, including the answers. (You may not copy the questions out of the back of the book)
· Explain the rationale for what you have chosen using reference to the text and page numbers

6.  Free Choice:
